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Analysis of inpatients in the department of general medicine of general hospital in Lishui LI Kaijun, JI Siyuan,
YE Li,et al.Department of General Medicine, Lishui Central Hospital , Lishui 323000, China.

[Abstract] Objective To analyze the inpatient situation of the department of general practice in general hospitals and
explore the significance of opening general practice wards in general hospitals. Methods A total of 1157 patients who
were hospitalized in the general medicine ward of our hospital from September 1,2021 to September 30,2022 were en-
rolled, and the source, payment method, disease type and prognosis and prognosis of various diseases of these patients
were analyzed. Results Patients in the general medical ward are mainly from the general medical clinic and the emer-
gency room.Patients” medical insurance (including agricultural insurance) payment is the main payment method.Among
the inpatient diseases of general medicine, circulatory diseases accounting for 22.56%, digestive diseases accounting for
15.21%, endocrine system accounting for 15.12%, surgical diseases accounting for 11.24%, and respiratory diseases ac-
counting for 10.46%.The main reason for the long average hospitalization time is focus on tumors, surgical diseases, and
circulatory system diseases.Exceeding the average hospitalization cost is mainly concentrated in oncological diseases , sur-
gical diseases, and circulatory system diseases.After treatment, 878 patients were cured, 97 cases were discharged, 4 cas-
es died and 178 cases were transferred. Conclusion The setting of general medicine wards is conducive to improving
the medical environment, improving patients” medical experience, and promoting the coordinated development of hospi-
tals,, which is of great significance in general hospitals.
